 Parents cannot provide the basics: food, 

clothing, and shelter, as well as the love, 

stability, guidance and discipline that all 

children need. 

 Accept child at a variety of  developmental 

levels which may not match his/her  

chronological age  

 Accept having only limited time working 

with the child  

 Accept agency/department involvement 

and responsibilities  

 Comply with Court Orders and   

  keep records  

 Work with birth parents or family (if      

appropriate)  

 Will be able to make only limited          

decisions  

 Respect confidentiality  

 Respect and nurture the child's cultural, 

social and religious background  

 Report changes in family household to the 

Department 

 Be able to offer flexibility and follow 

though in carrying out the objectives of  

the care plan (transportation, visitation, 

therapy, etc.) 

The purpose of  Foster care is to provide a 

planned, temporary alternative family 

placement for children who need to be 

cared for outside of  their own family        

setting. 

 Provides daily care and supervision of  a child  

 Provides a warm, loving environment for the 

child 

 Provides for child's basic physical needs  

 Work with schools, medical personnel, and 

other professionals  

 Guide child's development in all areas:     

physical, emotional, social, spiritual, etc.  

 Provides structure, rules, and discipline  

 Teaches values and self-direction  

 Model appropriate family relationships 

 Communicates with Department of  Social    

Development regularly  

 Is accountable for the child’s safety and    

wellbeing. 

 Is committed to caring for the child.
