b) with manufactured tint that allows less than 50% (or a percentage
authorised by the CoP) visual transmission of light through the
windows.

(ili)  agreed that a penalty section should be included so that a person who
applies tint to a vehicle in respect of which no permit had been issued will
be guilty of an offence;

(iv)  agreed that the payment of $300.00 for the tint permit fee should be
suspended until the amendment came into being;
